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Today is the 21st Sunday in Ordinary Time.

Peter professes to Jesus that “You are the
Christ, the Son of the living God.” Peter’s
profession to Jesus is the foundation of
the Church which Jesus builds. And Peter
inherits the keys to the Kingdom of
Heaven. This means that the one who
guards the door of the Kingdom of
Heaven is Peter. In Peter's faith, there is
the key to enter into the Kingdom of
Heaven. Like Peter, when we profess Jesus
as Christ, the Kingdom of Heaven will be
open to us as well. This profession cannot
be transmitted by someone, but must be

understood by ourselves.

Jesus asks the disciples what people say
about him, the Son of Man. People com-
pare Jesus to John the Baptist or Elijah or
Jeremiah. Jesus proclaims the Kingdom of
God like John the Baptist, criticizes Herod,
and exposes the hypocrisy of the scribes
and the Pharisees. And Jesus, like Elijah,
who proclaimed Yahweh against Ahab,
the king, and his queen, Jezebel, who
wrongly worshiped Baal, does the same to
Herod and Herodia, who are the current
king and the queen. And like Jeremiah,
Jesus emphasizes the need to serve God
truly from our hearts, going beyond the

external.

Jesus, the Son of Man, criticizes the king
and the queen and the other leaders in
the name of God. They are far away from
the way of God. Proclaiming the words of

God to those who are far away from God

is the work of prophets. It is the lot and
destiny of priests. The Man of God has the
authority to replace those who are far away
from God. The first reading from lIsaiah
relates how God took down Shebna, and
elected Eliakim. The key of the House of
David—the key of the House of God—is

given to the one who serves God truly.

The prophet of God proclaims the glory of
God. Before the glory of God, no one in the
world can stand. Everything comes from
God, and goes back to God. All glory is
eternal with God. The prophet of God
remains in the glory of God and dedicates
himself to the glory of God. Prophets did so,

and now Jesus comes to fulfill it.

Peter professes to Jesus that “You are the
Christ, the Son of the living God.” Peter
expects that the glory of God will come
quickly to the world. He expects that the
Kingdom of God will come quickly by de-
feating the kings and the leaders of the
world who are against God. And he believes
that Jesus can proclaim the kingdom of God
in this way. He expects God to reign over
the Kingdom in continuity of John the
Baptist, Elijah, and Jeremiah. He expects a
totally different Kingdom of God from the

kingdoms of this world.

Peter professes the Son of God. He expects
the Kingdom of God, in which God reigns
above the worldly kings. He professes that
Jesus is the Son of God who proclaims the
very Kingdom of God. Jesus teaches that
Peter's profession comes not from flesh and
blood but from the Heavenly Father. To
profess Jesus as the Son of God is to profess

the Kingdom of God, full of God’s glory.

Jesus’ Church is in the world, but goes
beyond the world, and praises the King-
dom of God and its glory. Though she is in
the world, she does not belong to the
world but to God. This Church has Jesus
the Son of God as the Head. He is the Lord
who comes to serve us, unlike the worldly
kings, and suffers death and saves us from
sins. Now, we have to recognize Jesus
properly. We have to see that the Kingdom
of God is in Jesus. We have to see in Jesus’
life, teachings, and death the way to the
Kingdom of God. We have to see that Jesus
is the true Christ, our Savior. We have to
truly follow Jesus and therefore become

wise enough to enter into the glory of God.
