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Today is the 22nd Sunday in Ordinary Time.

September is the holy month for the Korean
martyrs. The martyrs are those whom wholly
followed the teachings of God to death.
They chose the kingdom of God beyond this
world. They truly participated and lived out
the way of Jesus. Therefore Jesus gave them
eternal life, and it is the glory to God the
Father. Christians are those who follow Jesus
by taking their crosses like Jesus to walk
forward to glory of God.

However marching toward to God is never
easy, and one has to take up and carry their
cross. Jesus says that he will be persecuted
and killed by the elders, the chief priests, and
the scribes. In the end Jesus killed by those
who belong to the world and its powers, but
Jesus stand by God and not to the world.
And he participates in the glory which God
gives him. Also, Jesus lets his disciples follow
the way.

"Whoever wishes to come after me must
deny himself, take up his cross, and follow
me. For whoever wishes to save his life will
lose it, but whoever loses his life for my sake
will find it. What profit would there be for
one to gain the whole world and forfeit his
life? Or what can one give in exchange for
his life? For the Son of Man will come with
his angels in his Father's glory, and then he
will repay all according to his conduct.”
Jeremiah also knew very well that the life to
follow the words of God is the life of the
cross. He knows well that proclaiming the
words of God is life of ridicule. He knows
well that the life of a prophet who criticizes
the violence and oppression of the world

according to the words of God is persecuted.

Nonetheless, Jeremiah knows well that the
words of God are alive, give life, and help us
live. That is why he does not stop pro-
claiming the words of God. This is how the
prophets of God have to walk.

"You duped me, O LORD, and | let myself be
duped; you were too strong for me, and you
triumphed. All day | am an object of
laughter; everyone mocks me. Whenever |
speak, | must cry out, violence and outrage is

my message;

The word of the LORD has brought me deri-
sion and reproach all day. | say to myself, | will
not mention him, | will speak in his name no
more. But then it becomes like fire burning in
my heart, imprisoned in my bones; | grow
weary holding it in, | cannot endure it."
While we live in the world, we have to live life
following the words of God like Jesus and
Jeremiah. It is life to leads us to salvation. It is
to gain eternal life. When we live this way, our
life can be truly good. It saves our flesh. The
world cannot save us. The life which is in favor
of God's heart can save us. Therefore, Paul
urges us to offer our bodies as a living sacri-
fice. Only the life to follow the will of God
leads us to holy life.

"l urge you, brothers and sisters, by the
mercies of God, to offer your bodies as a living
sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God, your
spiritual worship. Do not conform yourselves
to this age but be transformed by the renewal
of your mind, that you may discern what is the
will of God, what is good and pleasing and
perfect.”

The Church believes in the resurrection of the
body. If we live only for the world, our flesh
can be returned to ash. With death, everything
ends. Flesh can be a tool of greed. Therefore,
we should ask to serve God through our flesh.
Then, our flesh can be holy and lead us to the
life of resurrection. This is the resurrection of
the flesh. The flesh which may come to the
cause of temptation and suffering will be
resurrected in the holiness of God.

When we take up our crosses to follow the will
of God like Jesus and endure the persecution
of the elders, the scribes, the Pharisees, and
the chief priests of the world, we can enter
into the life of resurrection by the power of
God. We have to enter into the life of resur-
rection by taking up our crosses with Jesus.
They are truly Christians. The martyrs did the
same, and Jeremiah and the disciples did as
well. We have to ask for the life to which the
glory of God is given.

"Whoever wishes to come after me must deny
himself, take up his cross, and follow me. For
whoever wishes to save his life will lose it, but
whoever loses his life for my sake will find it.
What profit would there be for one to gain the
whole world and forfeit his life? Or what can

one give in exchange for his life? For the Son
of Man will come with his angels in his Fa-
ther's glory, and then he will repay all ac-
cording to his conduct."
