Today is the 4th Sunday of Advent.
This year, Christmas is on Monday so
the Advent season is relatively short.
The 4th Advent season ends only with
the 4th Sunday without the 4th Ad-
vent week. We celebrate the birth of
Jesus our Savior right after the 4th
Sunday of Advent. Our wish to wait
for the Savior is the same as this
quickness. We ardently want the
Savior to come more quickly than

ever.

The angel delivers the news of the
birth of the Savior to Mary. Mary lives
in Nazareth and is engaged to Joseph
a descendant of the David family.
Nazareth is rural different from Jeru-
salem. Mary's status is greatly differ-
ent from those of the leaders of the
Jews and the rich. On the other hand,
Joseph belongs to David's family. The
hands of God are shown to be with

him.

The angel predicts the birth of Jesus
the Savior to Mary. Mary is given the

grace of God, which is the love of God.

It means that Mary is beloved by God.
It means that Mary is obedient to the
will of God. Though Nazareth is rural,
the Savior will be born of Mary who is
truly obedient to the will of God. The
birth of the Savior is accomplished by
Mary who is obedient to the will of
God.

Mary also does not accept this fact at
first. She does not believe in con-
ceiving as not married. "How can this

be, since | have no relations with a

man?" However, the angel delivers to
Mary that the Holy Spirit will be upon
her and the power of the highest will
be with her. It delivers that Mary's
conception is the result of her obedi-
ence to God and God's own will. God's
salvific will is accomplished through

this holy Mary.

At last, Mary is obedient to the angel,
saying "Behold, | am the handmaid of
the Lord. May it be done to me ac-
cording to your word."” Likewise, the
Savior is going to be born in the world.
Mary is obedient to the will of God in
the Holy Spirit. The birth of the Savior
is accomplished through Mary's holi-

ness and obedience.

David wants to build the temple of God.

He does not want to neglect the ark of
God anymore. Through David's holy
heart, the temple of God is going to be
built, and the holy will of God is going
to be delivered to David and his de-
scendants. God is going to the pillar of
David, his house, and the nation. The
primary and fundamental function of a
temple is to serve God. Thereby, God is
going to be our Lord. God is going to

lead us.

Mary is the temple of God. Mary serves
God wholeheartedly. She obeys the will
of God. She serves God holy. Through
Mary, God lets the Savior be born and
leads us to His salvation. Jesus the
Savior born of Mary is the Son of God.
And Jesus shows us God and leads us
to God.

Through Mary, the Savior is born
among us. And the Savior leads us to
God. The One who leads us to God is
the true Savior. With God, nothing is

possible. For those who are obedient
to God, nothing is possible. It is be-

cause God is their God.

The birth of the Savior is the birth of
God. It is the birth to reveal the sal-
vation of God. God will be with those
who cooperate to help the Savior be
born like Mary and reveal His author-
ity to them. We, like Mary, have to ask
to live a life of obedience to God, and
not to the world. It is the life of sal-

vation.

We have to ask Jesus our Savior to be
born in us. We have to learn Mary's
holiness and obedience. Then, the
power of God will be with us. All
people will start the life of salvation in
God with faith. We ask the joy of the
birth of the Savior to fulfill us. We
have to live like Mary in the power and

holiness of God.

Liturgy Q&A

Nativity Scene

An important part of preparing for
Christmas is the Nativity scene. Nor-
mally, churches are not decorated with
much fanfare during the Christmas sea-
son, but the Nativity scene can be very
colorful. In fact, the Nativity scene hasn't
existed in the early church.

In 1223, when St. Francis was living in
seclusion with his companions in the
small town of Greccio near Rome, he
decided to explain the Mystery of the
birth of Jesus Christ to the faithful by
building a stable modeled after the one in
Bethlehem, with straw, a donkey to repre-
sent the Gentiles and a bull to represent

the Jews. After all, a donkey and a bull
should not be left out of a Nativity scene.
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
