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3rd Sunday in Ordinary Time
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Today is the 3rd Sunday in Ordinary Time.

Homily

Soon after John the Baptist was captured,
Jesus begins to proclaim the gospel of God
at Galilee, and he gathered the disciples. In
short, Jesus’ work is to proclaim the gospel
of God. It is the acme of Jesus' public life.
Jesus proclaims that “This is the time of
fulfillment. The kingdom of God is at hand.
Repent, and believe in the gospel” The
proclamation of the kingdom of God and
repentance is the mission of Jesus. And the
disciples are called to proclaim the gospel

of God with Jesus.

In the 1st reading today, the book of Jonah
describes the event of Jonah's proclaiming
message of repentance to people of Nine-
veh. It also delivers that the people of Ni-
neveh heard the proclamation and repented
quickly and they escaped from the damna-
tion of God. It says that God will always
save those who believe in God and repent.
Our salvation is made possible by repent-

ance and belief in God.

"Forty days more and Nineveh shall be
destroyed, when the people of Nineveh
believed God; they proclaimed a fast and all
of them, great and small, put on sackcloth.
When God saw by their actions how they
turned from their evil way, he repented of
the evil that he had threatened to do to

them; he did not carry it out”

The capture of John the Baptist is truly the
big scene. Herod captures John the Baptist
and put in a prison, who criticizes his wrong
doings. Then, Jesus begins to proclaim the
words of God at Galilee. “This is the time of
fulfillment. The kingdom of God is at hand.
Repent, and believe in the gospel.” Jesus
proclaims that the kingdom of God that is

the judgment of God is at hand. It means

that if we want to escape from the judg-
ment of God, we have to repent and listen
to the words of God. Jesus’ public mission
starts this way. Jesus is faithful to this mis-
sion up until his death on the Cross. This
mission is to proclaim the kingdom of God
so that we have to repent and obey the

words of God.

However, the world kills John the Baptist
and Jesus. But, Jesus rises up to heaven and
is seated in the right hand of God in the
end. Today Jesus, in this Mass continues to
reveal his glory and show us the power of
God. Jesus invites us to enter into the way
of salvation. Jesus lets us repent like the
people of Nineveh and escape from the

damnation of God.

Unless we repent and return to God, we
must be punished by God in the end. There
is no exception before the damnation of
God. Who can be against God? Though the
world seems to be rich and powerful, the
world is nothing but shade passing by. Our
life does not last more than 100 years at
best. Our life is like a shadow before God
eternal. Paul invites us to stand on the side
of God ceaselessly in such a worldly life.
Paul lets us escape from the illusion of mar-
riage, enjoyment and happy life endlessly.
Escaping from this illusion is the beginning

of repentance.

Repentance has to be proclaimed to the
highest first and then to the lowest of the
world. The people of Nineveh were pro-
claimed likewise. Therefore, they were ex-
empt from the damnation of God, but
Herod's wrongdoings led to John's capture
in prison. And Jesus proclaims the kingdom
of God, and Jesus calls the disciples and

proclaims repentance.

Jesus' disciples are those who proclaim the
kingdom of God and message of repent-

ance. Jesus explains it as the saving of peo-

ple. “Come after me, and | will make you
fishers of men." Saving people is none oth-
er than letting repentance. It is returning to
God. It is getting away from sins. We Chris-
tians, like the disciples, are called to the
mission of proclaiming the kingdom of God
and repentance.

The One who only saves us is the One God.
With those who repent and receive the
kingdom of God is the salvation of God.
Today as well, Jesus wants to save us to live.
In this way, Jesus invites us. We have to ask
to follow the invitation and mission of Je-
sus by offering all of us. There must be the
salvation and glory of God in it. "Come
after me, and | will make you fishers of

men.

At Mass that is, the Lord's Supper-the
People of God is called together, with a
priest presiding and acting in the person
of Christ, to celebrate the memorial of the
Lord, the Eucharistic Sacrifice."

For in the celebration of
Mass, in which the Sacrifice of the Cross is
perpetuated, Christ is really present in the
very liturgical assembly gathered in his
name, in the person of the minister, in his
word, and indeed substantially and contin-
uously under the Eucharistic species. The
Mass is made up, as it were, of two parts:
The Liturgy of the Word and the Liturgy of
the Eucharist. These, however, are so close
interconnected that they form but one
single act of worship. For in the Mass the
table both of God's word and of Christ's
Body is prepared, from which the faithful
may be instructed and refreshed. There
are also certain rites that open and con-
clude the celebration.
