If Jesus had not risen, our faith
would be in vain. If Jesus had not
risen, death of
martyrs would be in vain. If Jesus
had not risen, the lives of spiritual
leaders and

not risen, the deaths of the righteous
who left
world unjustly and in pain would be
in vain. Since Jesus has risen, we also
have
hope in our resurrection. We can see
that what Jesus said is true. Jesus has
risen.

Let us

firmly believe in the death and resur-
rection of the Lord.

Mary Magdalene recognized the risen
Jesus only when He called her out,
‘Mary!” Faith is like that. It starts
with God calling us and through re-
pentance, we respond to God'’s call,
then faith begins. Living out life of
faith means giving top priority to the
Lord daily. It means putting aside
one’s past pleasures, interests, and
possessions. Prayer, mission, and a
life of sharing should take prece-

dence. Living a resurrected life means
deciding to live with risen Lord and
set him at the priority of one’s life. If
we can cut off the things that bind
us in everyday life, we can truly feel
the meaning and joy of the resurrec-
tion of the Lord. Then | can enjoy the
Lord’s resurrection and His glory to
fill us.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus says, ‘Do not
be afraid. Go and tell my brothers to
go to Galilee, there they will see me!
Why Galilee? Galilee was where the
Gospel was proclaimed. It was where
many miracles and signs were per-
formed. It was where true happiness
was proclaimed. It was the place of
Jesus’s first love. Capernaum, Galilee,
was where Jesus loved and comforta-
ble, not Jerusalem. It was where peo-
ple loved by Jesus lived. It was where
paralyzed, lepers, lame, blind, tax col-
lectors, and sinners lived. The risen
Jesus says He will go back to Galilee
the place of first love. He tells His
disciples to come to Galilee as well.
Where is our Galilee today, over 2000
years later? For us, Galilee is here in
Dallas. We need to preach the Gospel,
heal the sick, and cast out demons
here in Dallas. The resurrection was
not the end. The resurrection was not
just doing something. The true
meaning of the resurrection is going
back among the people. Then letting
go of fear, worry, despair, regret,
complaint, and dissatisfaction and
returning with peaceful heart. The
risen Lord says ‘Peace be with you. |
give you peace.’ Those who have ex-
perienced the resurrection do not run
away. It means going back to the
scene of life. Resurrection is not the
world around me changing, it's me
changing. Although the world seems
unchanged, it has changed because |
have changed. Alleluia! The Lord is
Risen!
