Homily

16th Sunday in Ordinary Time (Farmers’
Sunday)

Dear Parishioners,

There is a historical event that heated
up South Korea in 2002. What is it you
ask? It is the Korea-Japan World Cup.
Twenty-two years have passed since
then. Korea defeated Poland and Portu-
gal to reach the round of 16 for the
first time in World Cup history. Riding
this momentum, Korea defeated Italy 2
-1 after a fierce battle in extra time to
advance to the quarterfinals. Korea’s
coach, Guus Hiddink, made the famous
remark, "I am still hungry!" Korea then
reached the semifinals after a penalty
shoot-out victory against Spain. At that
time, Korea was like a melting pot. We
all became ‘Red Devils’ and wore red
shirts. Everyone vigorously shouted,
"Republic of Korea!" and clapped
rhythmically, "clap, clap, clap-clap-
clap.” Another memorable slogan was
"Dreams come true."

There is a slogan deeply engraved in
my childhood memories: “"National in-
come of 1,000 dollars, export of 10
billion dollars." Korea, which achieved
the miracle of the Han River, estab-
lished the ‘Five-Year Economic Develop-
ment Plan.’ Everyone worked hard,
sweating and striving. The slogan
"National income of 1,000 dollars, ex-
port of 10 billion dollars" was painted
in cartoons by artist Shin Dong-woo on
school and neighborhood walls. The
government at that time aimed to
achieve this goal by the 1980s. Korea,
known for its ‘ppalli-ppalli’ (hurry-
hurry) culture, achieved it in 1977,
years ahead of schedule. In 2023, Ko-
rea's national income per capita is
33,475 dollars. Exports amount to
1,118 billion dollars. Income has in-
creased more than 33 times, and ex-
ports have increased more than 1,000
times. Another memorable slogan was

"Let's live well, let's live well once.” The
slogans became goals, and the goals
gave us the belief and courage that we
could achieve them.

There were also slogans in the Korean
Church. In 1984, the Korean Church
celebrated its 200th anniversary. There
was a canonization ceremony for 103

martyrs, officiated by Pope John Paul Il

As part of the 200th-anniversary prepa-
ration, the Korean Church held a
‘Pastoral Council.' The canonization of
103 martyrs marked a significant leap
in the development of the Korean
Church. The number of believers in-
creased by a million every ten years. In
the 1980s, the number of believers was
one million, and by 2020, it had sur-
passed five million. The number of cler-
gy and religious also increased. Parish-
es had to split due to the overflow of
believers. Seminaries that were only in
Seoul and Gwangju could not accom-
modate the growing number of semi-
narians, leading to the establishment of
new seminaries in Suwon, Incheon,
Daejeon, Busan, and Daegu. The slogan
the Korean Church put forward while
preparing for its 200th anniversary was
"Light for this Land." The Korean
Church was unique in accepting God
without the help of missionaries. De-
spite many persecutions and trials, the
light of God's love shone on this land.
And the Korean Church is sharing the
light of God's love with its neighbors.

In 1989, the Korean Church hosted the
44th 'International Eucharistic Con-
gress.' While the canonization of the
103 martyrs was our own event, the
Eucharistic Congress is a public event
of the Catholic Church. The Korean
Church, which was once on the periph-
ery, became a church that could host
the Eucharistic Congress with confi-
dence. As a seminarian, | was assigned
to guide a pilgrimage group from
Guam. | had the opportunity to listen
to a lecture by Bishop Dom Helder Ca-
mara, a world-renowned liberation the-
ologian from Brazil. Bishop Camara

said, "When | give food to the poor,
they call me a saint. When | ask why
the poor have no food, they call me a
communist.” While it is good to give
fish to the hungry, it is even better to
give them the nets to catch fish. The
slogan of the 44th International Eucha-
ristic Congress was "Christ Our Peace,"
because Christ is the good shepherd
who lays down his life for the sheep.

Christ is the way, the truth, and the life.

Christ is the resurrection and the life.

Today's Gospel tells us, "When Jesus
disembarked and saw the vast crowd,
his heart was moved with pity for
them, for they were like sheep without
a shepherd; and he began to teach
them many things." Spiritually fulfilling
faith begins with empathy. Empathy
turns into compassion, and compassion
becomes unconditional sharing. The
Son of God became human precisely
because of empathy and compassion.
The Son of God carried the cross for us
because empathy and compassion
were manifested through sacrifice.
With empathy and compassion, we can
begin a new heaven and a new earth
here and now, a world without sorrow
and wailing. In today's second reading,
St. Paul tells us, "For he is our peace."
The peace of Christ is not achieved
through wealth and power but through
the sacrifice of the cross and bound-
less compassion. It is good to reflect
on whether my faith is spiritually ful-
filling.
