Homily

Dear Brothers and Sisters, Greetings!

It is said that hail sometimes falls in the
Dallas area. Although | have not yet seen
hail myself, | have heard stories about it.
When hail falls, it can cause damage to
vehicles and rooftops. After the hailstorm,
roofing contractors often offer free in-
spections. If any issues are found, they
will repair them for a fee. If insurance
covers the damage, there won’t be much
difficulty, but the inconvenience of living
through the process is inevitable. If we
cannot stop the hail from falling or avoid
it, it's best to accept it as part of life.
Complaining won’t make the hail go away.
I've had my own experiences similar to
hail. For ten years, my laptop had been
running smoothly without any issues. But
recently, it broke down. Usually, a simple
reboot would fix the problem, but this
time it was more serious. Fortunately, a
young member of our parish who works
as a roofer also happens to be good with
electronics, so | entrusted my laptop to
him for inspection. The kind young man
found a few issues: the battery had swol-
len and needed replacing, and since the
laptop was ten years old, its programs
were outdated, and the storage needed
upgrading. | believe God sent me an an-
gel in the form of this young man. | am
truly grateful.

During the process of upgrading the soft-
ware, the old files were unfortunately lost.
Other files were saved elsewhere, so it
wasn't a major issue, but | did lose some
important materials | had prepared re-
cently—sermons and lecture notes for the
upcoming Faith Seminar in February and
about ten days’ worth of sermon notes. |
consider this an example of a "hailstorm”
in my life. There is a saying, "If you can-
not avoid it, accept it." Even though |
can’t avoid this loss, there is still time to
prepare new materials. | believe God is
giving me the opportunity to prepare
even better sermons and lectures.
Though the materials are gone, the time

and effort | put into preparing them are
not lost. Thanks to this, | now have a new
laptop, and | can back up files on an ex-
ternal hard drive from time to time. There
is a saying, "Don’t fix the barn after the
cow is lost,” but it’s still good to fix
things when we can. Saint Augustine
once said, "You urge us to praise You,
and You made us for Yourself, and our
hearts are restless until they rest in You."
Hail can fall upon our health, our busi-
nesses, or our families. In times like these,
we should trust in the Lord, accept what
we cannot change, avoid what we can,
and pray for the wisdom to discern what
to accept and what to avoid.

Today's Gospel tells the story of a man
who experienced a "great hailstorm" in
his life: the story of Bartimaeus, the blind
beggar, the son of Timaeus. Since he was
blind, Bartimaeus could not work and
became a beggar. He could have cursed
the world for his blindness or blamed his
parents, but instead, Bartimaeus did his
best with what he had. Father Oh, a fel-
low priest, once said, "Even the strength
to ask for food is a grace.” Bartimaeus
heard rumors about Jesus—how He had
healed a paralyzed man, cleansed a leper,
and restored hearing to the deaf. Barti-
maeus believed that Jesus could also re-
store his sight. Then, an opportunity
came for Bartimaeus. He heard that Jesus
was passing by, and he cried out loudly,
"Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!"
People tried to silence him, but he cried
out even louder, "Jesus, Son of David,
have mercy on me!”

Jesus stopped and called him over. He
asked, "What do you want Me to do for
you?" Bartimaeus answered with his life-
long desire, "Rabbi, | want to see.” You
see, Bartimaeus was not born blind. He
had become blind, like a hailstorm falling
upon him, and it was not because of his
sins. It was so that God’s glory could be
revealed through him. Jesus replied, "Go,
your faith has healed you." And immedi-
ately, Bartimaeus received his sight and
began to follow Jesus. Bartimaeus could
now see the physical world, but he didnt
just open his eyes to the world around
him. He had received spiritual sight, the
ability to see eternal life. He became a
disciple, leaving everything behind to

follow Jesus. Let us also pray to open
our spiritual eyes, so that we too may
see the glory of God’s kingdom and eter-
nal life. Let us pray: "Jesus, Son of David,
have mercy on us."
