· Notable qualities of the deceased and how they served the church and community
The provided information will be referenced by the presiding priest and the prayer leader when introducing the deceased.

Example 1
The deceased was born on February 26, 1947, in Seoul, South Korea, and was a cradle Catholic, having received infant baptism at birth. She graduated from Baewha High School and married Stephen Jin-Kyu Kim in 1975. Together, they raised one son and two daughters, and she was a proud grandmother of four grandchildren.
She worked in accounting at Samsung Electronics in Korea before immigrating to the United States in 1979, where she and her family operated a dry-cleaning business.
As a devoted member of the church, she served as a pastoral council member and actively participated in Cursillo, the church choir, and other faith-based organizations. She was also a member of a tennis club and enjoyed golf and fishing.
In recent years, she resided in a nursing home due to health complications. She was hospitalized after her pneumonia worsened and peacefully passed away at the age of 79 in the early morning of January 17.



Example 2
The deceased was born on October 21, 1945, in Daejeon, South Korea. On March 10, 1976, he married Veronica Hong-Ja Cha, and together they had one son and one daughter, along with two grandchildren, to whom he was a loving and devoted father.
He was baptized at Dallas Catholic Church in 1982, where he lived a faithful life.
After graduating from Korea University with a degree in Business Administration in 1969, he worked at Hyundai Construction. In the early 1980s, he immigrated to the United States, where he ran various businesses, including a general store, a donut shop, and a dry-cleaning business.
At the church, he served as a pastoral council member and contributed actively to the Korean community, where he held the position of Vice President of the Korean Association.
Last year, he was diagnosed with colon cancer and underwent chemotherapy. He fought bravely but passed away on the afternoon of December 5 at the age of 75.
