Funeral Mass & Yeondo Preparation Guide
To ensure a solemn and respectful farewell for the deceased, we ask for the family’s cooperation in the following arrangements.

1. Seating Arrangements
· Family seating: Two rows on the left side of the altar.
· Pallbearers & Portrait Bearer: First row on the right side of the altar.
· After preparations, the family representative will greet guests before the Yeondo (if held).

2. Portrait Bearer Guidelines
(The portrait bearer moves together with the cross bearer during the entrance and exit processions.)
· Before the Ceremony:
1. Locate the portrait stand, which is positioned to the right of the altar.
· After Yeondo (If Applicable) & Before the Recessional:
1. Once the Yeondo concludes and the casket is prepared for departure, be ready to carry the portrait behind the casket.
2. A volunteer will signal when it is time to proceed.
· During the Recessional after Yeondo(Prayer) (Exiting the Church):
1. Follow behind the casket as it exits the church.
2. Stand next to the cross bearer outside, preparing for the entrance procession.
· Entrance Procession (Beginning of the Funeral Mass):
1. When the pall is placed on the casket, the cross bearer will step forward to begin the entrance procession.
2. At this moment, follow behind the cross bearer.
3. Upon reaching the altar, place the portrait on the stand and then proceed to your seat.
· Farewell Rite (End of the Funeral Mass):
1. When the candles are removed, pick up the portrait and position yourself behind the cross bearer, preparing for the final exit procession.


3. Yeondo & Viewing
· After the Yeondo, the family will stand to the left of the altar.
· The priest or nun will greet the family first, followed by guests offering condolences in pairs.
· Once all guests have paid respects, the priest or volunteer will lead the final farewell before the casket is closed.
· The portrait bearer exits first, followed by family & pallbearers.

4. Funeral Mass Entrance Procession
· After exiting the viewing area, family and pallbearers stand behind the cross bearer for the entrance rite.
· The entrance rite begins at the church doors.
· Once the holy water is sprinkled, the volunteer will place the pall on the casket.
· The cross bearer exits, followed by the portrait bearer.
· Pallbearers position themselves and lightly place their hands on the casket before processing inside.
· Entrance order: Cross bearer → Portrait bearer → Incense bearer → Priest → Casket (pallbearers) → Family.
· After processing, take your designated seats for Mass.

5. Eulogy & Family Remarks
· The eulogist and family representative must bow to the altar before speaking.
· Adjust the microphone and deliver the remarks.
· If a meal reception is planned, announce it at this time.

6. Farewell Rite (Refer to the separate guide for details)
· When instructed, stand in your assigned positions, spaced two tiles apart.
· Volunteers will provide candles—light them from the casket candles.
· After the Farewell Rite, extinguish the candles and return them to a volunteer.
· Exit order: Cross bearer → Portrait bearer → Casket (pallbearers) → Family → Altar servers → Presiding priest.
