Third Sunday of Advent (Charity Sunday) 

 

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, Last 

week, our parish’s Sacred Music Ministry 

hosted the annual Charity Concert. It was 

the second concert following last year’s in-

augural event. Last year, the entire proceeds 

were donated to the community for persons 

with disabilities, and this year as well, the 

funds will be given to those in need. Many 

parishioners contributed their talents with 

instruments and song, making the concert a 

beautiful offering of love. Knowing the pur-

pose of the concert, many returned this year 

in the same spirit of generosity. Today is 

Charity Sunday. The reason the Church re-

gards charity as part of her very mission is 

because of the teaching of Jesus. In Mat-

thew 25, the Lord says, “Well done, good 

and faithful servant! You will enjoy eternal 

happiness in the kingdom of heaven.” He 

also teaches, “Whatever you did for the 

least of my brothers and sisters for the hun-

gry, the naked, the poor you did for me.” 

Indeed, charity is not optional. It is the path 

that opens the gate of salvation. 

 

There is a saying in classical literature: 

“Dangnang geo cheol” the mantis that lifts 

its tiny arms to block a moving cart. In a 

negative sense, it refers to someone who 

does not recognize their limits and rashly 

confronts the world. It is like a small praying 

mantis attempting to fight a cart that ap-

proaches. It also describes those who “drink 

the kimchi soup before receiving the rice 

cake,” or those who try to break a rock with 

an egg. Without proper effort, those who 

chase only after gain eventually collapse 

much like gamblers who lose everything. 

Our elders used to say, “Stretch your legs 

only as far as you can lie,” and “When au-

tumn comes, prepare for winter.” The origi-

nal story of dangnang geo cheol concludes 

with the cart driver steering around the little 

mantis, moved by its courage. Perhaps the 

power to change the world sometimes be-

gins with such reckless yet noble courage. 

 

Fr. Oh Woong jin, founder of Flower Village, 

once said, “To have even the strength to

● There will be a Holy Hour and the Voca-

tion Supporting Committee Meeting on 

beg is itself a grace from God.” He began by 

building a small hut with the homeless and 

sharing life with them. That tiny spark grew 

into today’s Flower Village, a home that 

shelters the lonely, the weary, the sick, and 

the poor. Even Pope Francis visited Flower 

Village to offer encouragement and hope. 

We also remember Fr. John Lee Tae seok, 

who served in Tonj, Sudan. His noble life 

continues to bear abundant fruit. The film 

“Don’t Cry for Me, Tonj” shows how one 

person’s sacrifice can console and transform 

many lives. He crafted shoes for the lepers 

whose feet were deformed, and taught mu-

sic to children learning instruments himself 

so he could teach them. In his life, we see 

the heart of a true shepherd. Many young 

people, moved by his story, entered the 

seminary to follow the path of the priest-

hood. 

 

John the Baptist, who proclaimed the bap-

tism of repentance in the wilderness, Jesus 

who announced the Kingdom of God, the 

disciples who followed Him, and the martyrs 

who bore witness under fierce persecution 

all of them were like small candles standing 

against immense powers. Yet through their 

witness, we have been freed from the “old 

frame” of wealth, power, and honor, and are 

able to build a new “frame” of sharing, sac-

rifice, and love. Their lives allow us to dream 

of eternal life. The Apostle James exhorts us 

to repent, to live a transformed life, to be 

patient, to strengthen our hearts, and not to 

blame or judge others. He reminds us to 

look to the prophets sent by God who en-

dured suffering with faith and perseverance. 

 

We look at the trees that strip themselves 

bare for winter. Only the branches remain  

the leaves have fallen. If the leaves refused 

to fall, the tree would not survive the winter. 

Without anyone teaching them, the trees 

have learned the wisdom of life. After en-

during the long winter, they sprout new 

leaves in spring, receive the summer sun, 

bear fruit, and add another growth ring. 

Sharing is not reserved for those who have 

much. Nor is it limited to those with educa-

tion or status. Salvation is not a privilege for 

a select few. Only those who repent, trust in 

God, and empty themselves can truly share 

and in that sharing, find joy. Such a person 

alone can welcome the Savior who comes to 

us. 

 

The Lord says in today’s Gospel “Behold, I 

am sending my messenger before you he 

will prepare your way. Amen, I say to you 

among those born of women, no one has 

arisen greater than John the Baptist. Yet 

the least in the Kingdom of Heaven is 

greater than he.” As we celebrate the Third 

Sunday of Advent Charity Sunday may 

each of us be given the courage of the 

small mantis to stand before injustice, the 

light of a small candle to brighten the 

world’s darkness, and the warmth of small 

hands that offer loving charity. 

“Lord, help us not merely to give what we 

possess, but to share our hearts. May we 

practice the unseen love that pleases You. 

And in the poor and the lowly, may we 

encounter You and walk through the gate 

of salvation.”
