Ascension of the Lord

Dear brothers and sisters, peace be with
you.

In life, we sometimes experience unfair
situations. We may be misunderstood,
accused of things we never did, or find
ourselves in moments when no matter
how much we explain, we are not be-
lieved. In such times, we ask, “Why is this
happening to me?” And more deeply, we
begin to ask, “Is God really there? Is
there such a thing as justice?” In my pas-
toral ministry, | hear these kinds of sto-
ries very often. Some suffer because they
are misunderstood in their relationships
within the community. Others feel
weighed down because they believe they
are still being judged for something in
their past. Some even come to me with
tears in their eyes and say, “Father, | am
really not that kind of person.” Unfairness
diminishes a person. It makes us afraid to
speak, causes us to avoid relationships,
and eventually leads us to close the
doors of our hearts.

Today, we celebrate the Ascension of the
Lord. But to understand the Ascension,
we must first look at the Cross. Jesus,

though completely innocent, was accused.

There were false testimonies, distorted
judgments, and the loud voice of the
crowd. In the end, He was nailed to the
Cross. This is human justice imperfect
justice. A justice in which truth some-
times seems to lose. But God did not
stop there. There was the Resurrection.
God declares, "Your judgment is not the
final word. | am the one who judges.”
This is God’s justice. And today, Jesus
ascends into heaven. In the Acts of the
Apostles, we encounter a very interesting
moment. As the disciples are looking up
into the sky, an angel says to them, “Men
of Galilee, why do you stand looking up
toward heaven?”

This is not a rebuke; it is a direction. It
means, “Do not remain there. Return now
to your place in life.” Galilee represents
the disciples’ daily lives the place where

they fished, where they experienced both
failure and joy, and where Jesus first
called them. This is the heart of the As-
cension: not a faith that only looks up to
heaven, but a faith that returns to Galilee.
When we experience unfairness, we tend
to look only toward heaven. “Why is this
happening to me?” “When will this be
resolved?” But today, Jesus says to us,
“Why do you keep looking at the sky? Go
back to Galilee.”

He does not tell us to go back after eve-
rything has been resolved, nor after all
injustice has disappeared. He calls us to
return as we are, in this very moment, and
to live again. | once met a parishioner
who wanted to leave the community be-
cause of misunderstandings with others.
He felt so wronged that he no longer
wanted to meet anyone. But one day, he
returned to church. Quietly, he began to
serve again. No one noticed, no one
praised him, but he resumed his life in his
place. That is returning to Galilee. That is
the life of the Resurrection. As a priest, |
too learn from this. What matters is not
first removing the injustice, but returning
to the place where God calls us, even
within that injustice. In the end, justice
will prevail. But it may not unfold accord-
ing to our timetable. Therefore, we are
not called simply to wait we are called to
live. Not to prove ourselves, but to live
the Gospel.

The path of Jesus is clear: from the Cross
to the Resurrection, and from the Resur-
rection to the Ascension. But it does not
end there. It leads us back to Galilee back
to our daily lives. Today, we must make a
choice. Will we remain in our sense of
injustice, or will we walk forward again?
“Lord, in the midst of unfairness, do not
let us stop. Help us not to look only to-
ward heaven, but to return to our place in
life. May we become people who live the
Gospel in Galilee.”
